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It was a quiet and routine year for the business manager. We had very few late claims, and the renewal of subscriptions is going smoothly.

I was able to get our taxes in good standing, although it was shockingly expensive. The tax bill for filing late taxes, current taxes, appealing late fees and penalty amounted to  6, 685.78.    This was due to the disarray in the documents (missing bank statements, no ledgers, no wild apricot printouts for part ofthe years). The expense for filing taxes should be considerably less this year.

The organization is financially very healthy. We have adequate funds to pay for the remaining journal editions.
